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RULES FOR

SINGLES AND DOUBLES MATCH PLAY

1.
In order to generate continuous golfing activity, besides formal fixtures, there will be individual match plays (singles and doubles) spread over throughout the year culminating in a winning individual or pair. Sufficient time is given for each leg of the contest, therefore an excuse of failing to find time will not be entertained. Nor the Club will entertain a player or team insisting playing on weekends only; as weekends are invariably blocked on account of formal Club matches.

2.
Matches must be completed by the deadline date for each round. No extension repeated no extension will be allowed except for extreme emergencies and that too at the discretion of the Captain/Committee.

3.
Maximum handicap allowance for participation is 18.

4.
All matches will be played from the Distance Marker (The boards on each teeing ground) irrespective of the position of the tee marker placed for that day.

5.
All matches will be played on fixed lie.

6.
R&A Rules of golf and the local rules displayed on the Notice Board or printed on the score card will apply. In case of doubt/controversy on a rule during your match which is not supervised by the Club official Referee/ Marshal, please contact Director Golf on mobile telephone 0300- 8503884 or 0321 - 5777535. If it is not possible to reach the Director Golf/Captain, play two balls and complete the hole/round and get the ruling later.

7.
Golf carts may be used on availability/consent of the opponent.
8.
Three fourth (3/4th) Handicap allowance will be given to all players in a match by the back marker (lowest handicap). In case of change in handicap as a result of any other game played, the new handicap will be applicable in the next match.

9.
All matches must be played before or by the completion date. Failure to comply with will result in disqualification of the defaulters. The Club is not responsible to make players reach an agreement. However following methodology is suggested.

a.
The player/team on the top of draw will contact the opponent in the first half of the period of the round being played and shall be responsible for setting up three dates and time for the opponents to agree upon. Hopefully an agreed date/time will be found.

b.
If the player/team on the top column fails to contact the opponent during the first half or fail to reach an agreed date to play, then in the second half of the allotted playing period, the player/team at the bottom column shall contact the opponent and settle the date. Hopefully by now an agreed date/time will be found.

c.
If both the sides fail to amicably find a suitable date/time to play, then 12:00pm (noon) on the scheduled completion date with the time schedule as given in para 12 will be the final tee time for both the sides to appear and play. Any side failing to comply with will be disqualified.

d.
Completion date for all rounds will be on a week day:

SINGLES: Tuesdays.

DOUBLES: Thursdays.
10.
Date and time of Tee off of all matches must be recorded with the golf operations department/Registration desk prior to the match.

11.
Each match has to be played at the Royal Palm golf course and completed in a single day. In case of not being able to complete the match or playoff due to bad light or other reasons it shall be completed the next day. In case a player/team does not turn up on the designated time the next day he/they will automatically forfeit the match.

12.
Failing to Start on Time: Who so ever is late by 15 minutes will incur loss of first hole. Late by 30 minutes or more is loss of match. 
13.
At the conclusion of each match the winner is requested to communicate the result at the registration counter in the pro shop i.e. match finished at 5/4 or 5 holes up with 4 to play.

14.
The semi-finals and finals will be played under the supervision of a Royal Palm official referee /marshal.

15.
Decisions of the Match Referee / Marshal, Director Golf / Captain Golf / Golf Committee shall be final and binding. Complaints against decision of the referee/marshals if any must be filed in writing on the same very day with Director Golf / Captain Golf / Golf Committee. Please link it up with para 6 above pertaining to adherence to Golf Rules and their interpretation.

16.
Handicap of the finalists will be reduced as per Club policy.

17.
Scoring for match will be on Best Ball match play format.

18.
Rule 14-3, Players may obtain distance information by using a device that measures distance only. Use of device which has other functions that might affect play i.e. gradient, wind speed etc. even if not used is breach of Rule and will result in disqualification.

19.
Royal Palm Golf Club is privileged to have in its fold a well-knit golfing fraternity and a very pleasant playing atmosphere. Squabbling over dates and times between the players is certainly not in keeping with this spirit. It is hoped that forthcoming individual matches will be played in a friendly albeit highly competitive environment.
